POOL REGISTRATION

It seems like the year just began, but it is already time to start
thinking about pool registration. Look for the registration dates and
pool season schedule in the next newsletter. Anyone who wishes to
volunteer to assist with the pool registration is encouraged to contact
Sterling ASI. Please leave your name and phone number with Albert
Quintero. Pool Registration will take place in May and June.

Remember that you must register EVERY YEAR. If your handprints
are already in the computer system, then you will not have to redo
the handprint portion, but you STILL MUST REGISTER FOR THE
2007 SEASON. Registration is not automatic. Right now nobody is
registered for the 2007 season.

The eligibility requirements for pool registration are:

« You must be a resident of Harvest Bend the Village (either renter
or owner).

« You must show proof of address in the form of a valid driver's
license, utility bill, etc.

» The account for the address must be paid up to date.

« Arregistration form must be completed for the household and
signed by the owner or renter.

« Parents may request an access code for their children 13 years
of age or older which would allow them to come to the pool
unaccompanied by an adult. Proof of age may be requested.
